GUESTS -

Members and their guests are always welcome. Guests are allowed at the rate of one
guest per member per site. An exception is made for Residents’ family members. One tour
of the property is allowed per visit. Guests must remain at the member’s site, and have no
access to the facilities.

VISITORS -

If a guest wishes to have access to the facilities, they must become a visitor. To become a
visitor the individual or couple must have a background check and pay a gate fee. Limita-
tions on the number of such visitors will be set by the general manager.

RVs/CABINS -

Effective June 5", we are opening up 6 RV sites and 5 cabins for rent by members or visi-
tors. These will be available on a first-come, first-served basis.
